Boonrich Sdn. Bhd. (Boonrich) is, on and from 01/09/1987, incorporated under Companies Act 2016, and is registered in Kota Kinabalu, Sabah, Malaysia, with registration #: 198701005231 (163902-W).

Boonrich has an approved Form IIB to extract teak logs from the Country Lease #: CL.115429626 and exports them to India.

The title made on 02/03/2009 between Boonrich (The Owner) and The Director of Lands and Surveys (on Behalf of The Government of The Stated of Sabah [The Director]). The Director demises the said land to the Owner that piece of land shown as survey Lot No. 2, 903.50 hectares more or less, is delineated, Plan #: 11129838, Country lease/Title #: 115429626 for the period of 01/01/1979 to 31/12/2077.

The said land is demised only for the purpose of the cultivation of an agricultural crop of economic value and shall be cultivated, developed and maintained in accordance with good husbandry practise throughout the whole period of tenure.
The area is under the jurisdiction of the Lahad Datu District Forestry Office and was planted in teak (Tectona grandis) in the 1980s to early 1990s.
The previous assessment was conducted in February 2025 that resulted in 1 gap(s) and 1 observation(s) (Report #: GFSSBH 003-335).

The area is located at Mile 15, Lahad Datu, Sabah, under a Country Lease (CL) titled land. The area was originally covered with mixed lowland dipterocarp forests that was converted into a teak plantation over 30 years ago after the land title was issued. 

There is no existing Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) which is required for conversion of natural forest areas not for harvesting in timber plantations. Based on records provided by Boonrich, the total area of teak trees felled under the 11 approved Form IIB permits is 40.04 ha. 

Social Context:

No villages have been identified within the licensed area.  
There are no Native Customary Rights (NCR) claims within the titled land area.

Principle 2. Forest Operations
The demarcation of areas designated as prohibited from harvesting and forestry operations, including buffer zones, has been identified and established on-site. During the field assessment, no evidence of disturbance was observed within the restricted areas. Based on documented records, a total of 40.04 ha has been harvested from the licensed titled land area under JPHTN(FIIB)TLD-2025/11. Harvesting of teak trees was conducted between December 2024 to February 2026. A total of 11 Form IIB permits were applied during the period from 2024 to 2025. Boonrich has not applied for the logs harvested in February 2026.
